When we talk about energy poverty, we refer to
the inability of households to adequately cover,
with modern means and at an affordable cost, their
energy needs for heating, cooling, cooking,
lighting, use of electrical appliances, i.e. basic
needs of a household.

Until the outbreak of the financial crisis of 2010,
the concept and experience of energy poverty were
unknown in Greece, just like in several other
European countries. Cuts and austerity measures,
unemployment and the reduction in wages, as well
as the increase in energy prices were the main
reasons for the appearance of the phenomenon in
Greece. Many households reduced their energy use,
many switched to cheaper forms of energy, while
others found themselves without heat or even
electricity. And all this with serious effects on
health and quality of life.

In the context of the energy crisis that started
2021, the problem of energy poverty presents a
new exacerbation in Greece. The steep increase in
energy prices is directly linked to the high energy
demand in the production and transport sectors

after the pandemic, but also to the liberalization of
the energy market in Europe, the energy stock
market and in general the European strategy for
the "green transition”. The "green transition”
intends to transform the European economies in
order to promote the mitigation and the adaptation
to climate change. Among others, it promotes the
radical restructuring of the energy sector. At the
same time, of course, the policies for the "green
transition” have been criticized for transforming
energy from a social good into a commodity, with
particularly harsh conditions for society. As a result,
many households face problems to meet their
energy needs.

The social effects of the energy crisis are
particularly intense for Greek society. Here we will
mention some indicative data. According to
Eurostat, 18% of the population could not heat its
home in 2021. A survey by the Nikos Poulantzas
Institute (2022)* shows that four out of ten
households get cold in their home in winter and one
out of three households cuts costs for basic goods
(food or medicine) to cover energy costs. Also,
according to a survey by the Union of Working
Consumers of Greece (2023)°, nine out of ten
households reduced the use of heating in their
home and three out of four use less the electric
oven for cooking. Finally, a recent survey by EKPIZO
(2023)° shows that approximately 80% of households
have limited the wuse of electricity and
approximately 20% of households delay paying
energy bills.

Despite the scale and intensity of the problems
of households today, public debate and policies fail
to recognize the dynamics and complexity of these
problems. Energy poverty is often identified as a
quantitative issue related with incomes, prices and
costs, while proposals to address it are limited to
subsidized policies towards households that act
remedially. Such approaches ignore structural
elements of energy poverty and do not address the
problem in a comprehensive and sustainable way.
Based on qualitative and quantitative research

material on the energy consumption of households
in Greece during the energy crisis*, in this text we
intend to highlight three critical aspects of energy
poverty. Three aspects that are neglected in the
debate on energy poverty and could be useful in
designing policies and tools to address it.

- Energy poverty is related to income

poverty, but it isn’t equal to it.

Quite often energy poverty is linked to low
incomes and inequalities in income distribution. It
is associated with income poverty and material
deprivation. In fact, financial constraints create
problems in covering the cost of energy. For
example, according to data from 2022, 71% of
households with a monthly income of less than 500
euros cannot meet their energy needs, while 88% of
households with a monthly income of more than
2,500 euros can meet their energy needs (Figure 1).

Nevertheless, the difficulties of meeting energy
needs are not limited to the poor. And vice versa,
the poor do not necessarily face problems to meet
their energy needs. At this point, the findings of the

qualitative research show that energy poverty is not
just an aspect of poverty, but a special
phenomenon. There are, for example, households
that, although they have a stable income and a
good standard of living, may be freezing at home in
the winter, suffer from heat in the summer, have
damp on the walls or live in apartment buildings in
which lighting of common spaces and lift is out of
work, because possibly their residence has low
energy efficiency or because there are problems in
managing infrastructures. At the same time, there
are poor and/or indebted households that may
cover their basic energy needs, because they may
rely on cheaper daily living practices or are
supported by their social environment.

- Energy poverty is intersectional

Many scholars associate energy poverty with the
imaginary triangle formed by income, energy prices
and home energy efficiency. Obviously, these are
three important factors. But what is missing in this
approach is the multidimensional nature of the
problem. Energy poverty is a problem related to the
wider characteristics of buildings and energy
networks, to culture and everyday practices, to the
type of dwelling and its tenure status. In addition,
it is related to a wide range of policy areas, such as
housing, health, welfare, energy, environment and
climate change, at the national and the European
level. Through an intersectional perspective we can
also see how inequalities related to income, age,
gender, employment, housing tenure, neighborhood
etc. and shape people's lives and identities
intersect and multiply the negative impact in some
groups in terms of access to energy.

The current energy crisis highlights the multiple
and intertwined aspects of energy poverty. For
example, 70% of households that include one or
more unemployed people and 68% of households
that include a person with a disability face
problems meeting their energy needs. Also, there is

a strong correlation between arrears on energy bills
and the housing tenure status of the residence.
Homeowners with no mortgage debt are three times
more consistent with their energy bill payments
than households with a mortgage debt.

- Energy poverty is related with the production
of space

Energy poverty is by its nature a spatial
phenomenon, a phenomenon that occurs in space
and at the same time defines its own spatial
context and its own geography, a phenomenon
experienced in space and caused through the
intertwining of various spatial parameters. In this
sense, energy poverty is a product and element of
uneven geographical development and it is useful to
study it in relation to the production processes of
space at all geographical scales: from the scale of
the country and the region, to the scale of the city,
of the neighborhood and the residence.

At the European Union level, for example,
Eurostat's Surveys of Household Income and Living
Conditions (EUSILC) show that there are large
variations between European countries in indicators
linked to energy poverty, with the biggest problems
spotted in Eastern and Southern Europe.

Large variations in relation to access to energy
are also found within countries, at a regional or
local level. Variations related to climate, incomes,
energy prices, energy networks, housing stock
characteristics, local real estate markets,
environmental factors, institutional arrangements
or local policies.

But even on a smaller scale we can identify
significant differences and inequalities. In the case
of Athens, for example, trends manifested inside
the apartment buildings in terms of energy issues
are related to wider dynamics in the production of
urban space. There are flats that have re-entered
the housing market despite being derelict and
without central heating, due to the great pressure

on the housing market. There are apartments that
are renovated to be used for tourist exploitation
through short-term leases or are part of financial
energy upgrading programs (with disconnection
from central heating, replacement of window
frames, thermal insulation, etc.) and others that
remain as they are this widens the distance
between residents of the apartment buildings in
terms of the cost of energy and the quality of
living. And all of these can coexist even in
apartment buildings that do not have central
heating and in some cases shared electricity.

The recent energy crisis and the “"green
transition” have brought energy poverty to the fore
and raised the need for developing measures that
respond to the problems. To design effective
policies it is necessary to adopt perspectives that
distinguish energy poverty from economic poverty,
recognize the complexity of the phenomenon and
approach energy poverty as a spatial phenomenon.
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
