1. Introduction

General description
Research and sources

This collection of annotated references on Inequalities in Education contains scientific pub-
lications in Greek and English. Books, contributions to collective volumes, articles from scien-
tific journals, conference records and doctoral dissertations are included.

Due to the sheer volume of works published on the issue of inequalities in education this
bibliographic review focuses mostly on publications of the last decade or so. An exception was
made concerning some works produced earlier that were considered important.

The works collected and indexed were categorised as follows:

e Educational inequality

e Educational reform

e Educational values-goals of education
e Access to education

Category: Student population

Bookstores, libraries and Greek and foreign-language databases were used as sources of
research. The collected material was indexed and classified and abstracts of the references were
compiled. The bibliographical research and data collection proceeded in two directions:

A database was designed for the systematic presentation and classification of the available
bibliographic material. The categories in terms of which the material was classified cover a wide
range of subjects relating to educational inequalities.

Needless to say, it was not possible to collect all relevant publications in such a limited pe-
riod of time. Nevertheless, the material collected constitutes an important source of information
that will prove useful to specialists, but also to teachers, researchers, and anyone interested in an
updated bibliography on the subject.
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2. Methodology

The classification
of the bibliographic
data

In accordance with the conventions of scientific investigation of bibliographic sources and
data, i.e. expanding the available corpus of knowledge on the subject and understanding the
conceptual tools necessary to obtain a clear representation of the existing educational reality, the
process of collecting and processing the available bibliographic references was conducted on the
basis of the following theoretical, methodological and epistemological prerequisites:

Given the great number of international and national bibliographic references, that reflects
the variety of scientific and interdisciplinary approaches to the phenomenon of inequalities in
the educational process, the bibliographic investigation had to be conducted at two levels: the na-
tional and the international. Our approach and orientation were comparative. Such projects face
many well known methodological dilemmas; in order to deal with these, the work team adopted
the appropriate techniques.

At the initial stage, a choice had to be made concerning the appropriate ways of maximizing
the profits accruing from a critical assessment of a large volume of data. With this in mind, it was
deemed necessary to construct and use a database system that enabled the classification, associa-
tion and search for relevant information. Therefore, besides the classical method of collecting and
summarizing bibliographic data, we adopted a system of classification that allowed to categorise
the material along logical and conceptual lines and constructed a catalogue or diversifying scale
of concepts for the initial elaboration and insertion of the material in the database’s matrices.

This catalogue was a means of

a. Constructing a common vocabulary between the members of our team and adopting iden-
tical criteria for categorizing the collected data in the database’s classificatory system.

b. Fostering the process of defining the subject units of the bibliographic enquiry and the
more or less relevant bibliographic references.

The classificatory process followed to the letter the categorizing of bibliographic data on
the basis of preselected criteria of categorization, because “the theoretical practice of every
classification... is difficult to combine with a failure to elaborate explicit and invariable criteria
and categories... thus, most of the time, classificatory approaches face methodological problems
of a metaclassificatory nature. Classification does nor just presuppose differentiation, but also
‘rules for organizing difference’, rules which are usually left unformulated” '. On the other hand,
efforts were exerted to moderate potential methodological errors related to the epistemological
problem of constructing conceptual classificatory matrices (a problem, needless to say, mainly
associated with other types of social analysis) that mainly refers to the fact that “the process of
category construction is itself a social practice that follows explicit ideological (and political)
standards. In this context, the construction and the probably inevitable reification of categories
and classificatory matrices have various semantic and sociological consequences. Thus, this
approach... does not merely generate data. Simultaneously, and probably primarily, it generates
ideology, by constructing, reproducing, and verifying the conceptual matrices that are presup-

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posed in the collection of social data. The categories are promoted to social ‘essences’ that im-
prison discourse and thought in all-powerful preconstructed shells” 2.

In accordance with the above, efforts were exerted toward decoding the immaterial body
-the soul - of the texts?®, in order to avoid

a. The classification of authors through a reconstruction of the reality of their texts, and

b. The ‘scientific’ prejudice or partiality which in such cases usually takes the form of trying
to discover things that are not there, trying to interpret intentions, meanings or arguments that
are not susceptible to such interpretation, or of introducing variations in the intensity and degree
of interest and evaluation as regards the relevance of bibliographic references.

On the other hand, the character of the overall work strongly influenced the construction of
the classificatory matrix and determined its aims and orientation.

The use of a classificatory matrix facilitated the incorporation of bibliographical references
in a unified context, while their categorization remained neutral, as concerns the ideological or
theoretical inclinations of the authors and their technical elaboration, in order to facilitate the
search on the basis of broader subjects or issues related specifically to the Greek area.

Consequently, all collected bibliographic material was examined basically in relation to its
relevance to the project.
